Clinical Associate Professor Rosemary Balleine trained as an Anatomical Pathologist, obtaining Fellowship of the Royal College of Pathologists of Australasia in 1999. The majority of her post-graduate career has been involved in translational cancer research, particularly focused on breast cancer. In this role she is involved in ProCan: the ACRF Centre for the Proteome of Human Cancer.
