3MT COMPETITION RULES AND GUIDELINES – 1 November 2017

This year there will be ten 3 minute presentation competition.  All abstracts will be judged and 10 submissions will be chosen to give a 3 minute presentation.
1. ELIGIBILITY

Candidates who are researchers working in SEALS and whose supervisor (or co-supervisor) is based in SEALS.

2. 3MT JUDGING CRITERIA

Each competitor will be assessed on the eight criteria listed below. The criteria are equally weighted.

COMPREHENSION: 

· Did the presenter clearly outline the nature of the research?
· Did the presenter clearly outline the aims of research?
· Do you know what is significant about this research? 
· Did the presentation follow a logical sequence? 

ENGAGEMENT: 

· Was the presenter careful not to trivialise or dumb down their research? 
· Did the presenter convey enthusiasm for their work? 
· Did the presenter capture and maintain their audience's attention? 
· Would I like to know more about the speaker's research? 

3. RULES 

(i) 	Person presenting must be the person who made major contribution to the work and they must acknowledge other people’s contributions.
(ii)  	A single, static PowerPoint slide is permitted 
(iii) No additional electronic media
(iv) No additional props 
(v) Presentations are limited to 3 minutes maximum – competitors exceeding 3 minutes will be disqualified
(vi) The decision of the adjudicating panel is final
